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Family Day Care Rule: 290-2-3.11(1)(e)

Except for first aid, personnel shall not hand out prescription medications to a child without specific written authorization from the child’s physician or parent. All medications shall be stored in accordance with the prescription or label instructions and kept in places that are inaccessible to children. Each dose of medication given to a child shall be documented showing the child’s name, name of medication, date and time given, and the name of the person giving the medication. 

*It is up to the provider to decide whether or not they dispense non-prescription medication.
