7.1 INTENT
Resources for learning are adequate, readily accessible, and used to



support the program(s) being offered and the professional 



development of students and faculty.

7.1(1)
Policies, procedures, and budgets for learning resources and services are defined and are adequate to meet the needs of the program(s).

The libraries at the University of Georgia have subject specialists (bibliographers) who constantly scan and evaluate new titles to ensure books and journals meet the needs of students and faculty at UGA. These bibliographers are categorized by broad subject areas such as (1) Social Science (except education and business) (2) Business, (3) Biomedical and Life Sciences, (4) Physical Science, (5) Education, (6) Arts, and (7) Humanities. The College’s primary bibliographers are responsible for social sciences, business, and the sciences. The subject bibliographers take requests directly from individual faculty as well as have “blanket” agreements with major publishers. Faculty representatives serve on a University Library Committee. All library purchases are made from library budgets. 

7.1(2)
The learning resources, both contemporary and historical, in family and consumer sciences and related disciplines are appropriate for program(s) offered.

There are adequate resources in the University of Georgia Libraries and through the online resources of GALELIO.

Libraries at the University of Georgia

The University of Georgia Libraries include three principal libraries on the UGA campus in Athens, with several branch locations throughout the state. The Main Library collects materials in the social sciences, humanities and business. The Science Library contains holdings for the physical and life sciences. The Student Learning Center provides access to electronic library holdings and research and study space for 2,240 students. Together the Libraries own over 3.5 million volumes and over 5 million microform units. Items in the collection can be identified through GIL, the UGA Libraries' online catalog. Administratively separate, the UGA Law Library has its own catalog, GAVEL.

Student Learning Center
The Student Learning Center, a 200,000-square-foot electronic library and classroom facility at the heart of campus, is designed to function for the way today's students learn. It contains over 500 computers for accessing the world wide web, 21,000 full-text journals and 29,000 full-text books, GALILEO research databases and electronic indexes and software packages. Access is through fully wired study carrels with over 2000 data

Griffin Campus Library 
The Griffin Campus Research Facility library, a branch of the University of Georgia Libraries, houses a representative collection of agricultural and applied economics, biological and agricultural engineering, crop and soil science, entomology, food science and technology, horticulture, plant genetic resources conservation, and related subjects. The Library is located in the Stuckey Building. 

Hargrett Rare Book and Manuscript Library
The Hargrett Rare Book and Manuscript Library of the University of Georgia consists of the Rare Book and Manuscript Library, the Georgiana Collection, the University of Georgia Archives and Records Management. The Library serves the University scholarly community, as well as scholars and researches worldwide. Subject interests include Georgia, Book Arts, Theater, Music, History, Literature, Journalism and Genealogy. 

Richard B. Russell Library for Political Research and Studies 
The Russell Library is the only repository in Georgia directed solely toward support of scholarly research in modern political history, and it is the first repository to document modern politics and policy development in the Southeast. 

Science Library
The Science Library at the University of Georgia supports collections for research and instruction in the basic and applied sciences. The collection presently has over 750,000 volumes and over 3,000 print journal titles with access to 19,000 full-text electronic journals on all subjects through the Electronic Journal Locator. 

Skidaway Institute of Oceanography Library 
The Skidaway Institute Library is the largest in the state devoted almost exclusively to marine science. The 6,100 square foot facility contains holdings of 4,000 book volumes and 17,000 serial volumes.

Alexander Campbell King Law Library 
The primary purpose of the Law Library is to provide resources and services to support the instructional mission of the School of Law and the scholarly research of the law faculty. The Law Library also serves as the major source of legal information for students and faculty of the entire university and as a supplementary resource for attorneys and private citizens in the state.

7.1(3)
Research and other primary sources of data are available.

Beyond the UGA libraries mentioned in 7.1(2), UGA participates in the Statewide library information resource called GALILEO. 

The Regents Academic Committee on Libraries proposed a system in 1994 to develop a system wide library service. This system, GALILEO, shares databases, has universal borrowing and unlimited access for students, faculty and citizens of Georgia. The system was officially launched via the World Wide Web in 1995

GALILEO stands for GeorgiA LIbrary LEarning Online, an initiative of the Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia. A World Wide Web-based virtual library, GALILEO provides access to multiple information resources, including secured access to licensed products. Participating institutions may access over 100 databases indexing thousands of periodicals and scholarly journals. Over 2000 journal titles are provided in full-text. Other resources include encyclopedias, business directories, and government publications. 

The community of more than 2000 GALILEO institutions includes the University System of Georgia, K-12 schools, public libraries, the adult technical institutes and colleges, and a group of private academic colleges and universities. At this time, only educational institutions are eligible to participate in GALILEO. 

Through collaboration and resource sharing, GALILEO seeks to provide equal access to information for all Georgia citizens. While individual libraries benefit from the cooperative sharing of resources - lower costs and increased access to a wider range of materials - the goal is to improve library services for all Georgia citizens. No matter where a citizen lives in the state of Georgia, a library nearby provides access to GALILEO. For this reason, all GALILEO participating libraries, whether public or private, excluding schools (K-12), must provide some kind of access to GALILEO for the public, whether through open access to all library facilities, limited access to designated workstations, waiting lists, or other means. In this way, participating libraries fulfill the vision of GALILEO and reciprocate the sharing spirit in which it was created. Libraries are further encouraged to participate in other collaborative and resource sharing activities such as joint training, interlibrary loan, and reciprocal borrowing.

7.1(4)
Students and faculty are aware of and use available resources for research, instruction, and scholarly activities.

Students are aware of the resources available to them through the University Libraries. There are numerous opportunities for students to learn how to navigate the systems and what resources are available. Students first learn about the library system through freshman and transfer orientations. Faculty also have the opportunity to bring their classes to the libraries to have a reference librarian work with the class in how to access information pertaining to their subject or project. The library staff are extremely helpful with working with faculty and staff.

The faculty and professional learning resources staff cooperate in evaluating services and developing long-range plans.

7.1(6)
The budget allocation is responsive to special needs such as new programs, enrollment increases, and program redirection.

The library holdings are extensive and would be broad enough to cover the breadth and scope of program changes. Since library budgets are centralized they are sufficient to support the 32,500 students at the University of Georgia.
