· Be responsible for initiatives related to Latino programming

· Assist in coordinating departmental outreach programs and faculty assignments, as well as faculty development related to outreach;

· Act as liaison with the FACS Developmental Therapy-Teaching program and the Institute on Human Development and Disability;

· Collaborate and facilitate programs with state and federal agencies, and volunteer and professional organizations; 

· Serve on many College committees as determined by the Dean;

· Represent the College on University committees and task forces.
