Public Relations Awards


NEAFCS Marketing Package Award
This award is presented to FACS Educators for the development of an outstanding marketing package promoting a class, program or pertinent FACS issues. One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $200 will be granted. Individual or team entry; Participate in Showcase of Excellence at 2012 Annual Session.


NEAFCS Community Partnership Award
This award recognizes NEAFCS members for their efforts in building community partnerships to meet the educational needs and/or concerns of families. Two NEAFCS annual session scholarships (1st - $200, 2nd - $100) will be awarded. Individual or team entry; Present Concurrent Session at 2012 Annual Session.
Professional Development Awards
GEAFCS Distinguished Service Award (DSA)
This award recognizes members for leadership, educational program efforts and professional development. Follow the GEAFCS Awards Manual for the application outline – not the national manual. A vita is used in the awards process for judging.  Minimum 5 years with Extension; Individual entry
NEAFCS Distinguished Service Award (DSA)

This award recognizes individual members for leadership, outstanding programs, and personal & professional growth.  Follow the GEAFCS Awards Manual for the application outline – not the national manual. A vita is used in the awards process for judging. Minimum 10 years with Extension required; Must have received State DSA & attended 2 NEAFCS annual sessions; Individual entry 
NEAFCS Continued Excellence Award
This award recognizes members who have been actively involved in professional improvement programs, the promotion of professional development of others, and leadership. Be sure to go by the GEAFCS Awards Manual for the application outline.  A vita is used in the awards process for judging. Minimum 12 years with Extension; Must have received National DSA & attended 3 NEAFCS annual sessions; Individual entry

NEAFCS Extension Educator Award

This award recognizes a professional Extension Family & Consumer Sciences Educator who is conducting outstanding educational programs that demonstrate impact on families and/or individuals. One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $200 will be awarded. Minimum of 12 years with Extension; Must have received National DSA and Continued Excellence Award, & attended 4 NEAFCS annual sessions; Individual entry

NEAFCS Florence Hall Award
Three NEAFCS annual session scholarships         (1st - $200, 2nd - $100, and 3rd - $50) will be awarded for outstanding programs conducted by one or more NEAFCS members who have been alert in recognizing new concerns and interests of families and have involved people in planning and implementing programs that benefit families. Program conducted in past 5 yrs; Individual or team entry

NEAFCS New Professional 

Award to recognize outstanding accomplishments of NEAFCS member who has worked at least 1 year but not more than 3 years with Extension.  State award winner will receive $500 to attend NEAFCS annual meeting. One $500 NEAFCS annual session scholarship will be given.
Program Awards
Dean Don Felker Financial Management Award

This award is given to members who have developed an outstanding educational program on some aspect of family financial management including budgeting, credit management, savings or other topics. Two NEAFCS annual session scholarships (1st - $200, 2nd - $100) will be awarded. Individual or team entry. Present Concurrent Session at 2012 Annual Session

Mary W. Wells Memorial Diversity 

The purpose of this award is to recognize outstanding efforts in diversity and pluralism for any program activity, including staff development, advisory councils, programs, etc. One national award of $500 awarded to further develop skills and/or programs in diversity and pluralism. Individual or team entry; Present concurrent session at 2012 Annual Session
Program Excellence through Research Award

This award is to recognize members as both researchers and users of research.  This award emphasizes the use of research to improve existing programs or to develop new programs.  One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $200 will be awarded.  Individual or team entry.
Early Childhood Child Care Training Award

This award is to recognize outstanding childcare professional training that addresses the needs of children ages birth to 8 years. One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $200 will be awarded. Individual or team entry; Participate in Showcase of Excellence at 2012 Annual Session

Food Safety Award

This award is to recognize innovative programming and impact in food safety. One national $500 award.  Individual or team entry; Present Concurrent Session at 2012 Annual Session

Extension Housing Outreach Award

This award recognizes outstanding educational programs that enhance housing outreach to communities and families. Three $300 national awards will be presented.  Individual or team entry; Participate in Showcase of Excellence at 2012 Annual Session
ACI Clean Homes…Safe and Healthy Families

This award will honor innovative education programs that utilize any of ACI’s educational materials and promote the connection between cleanliness and health.  Two national awards of $500 will be awarded. Individual or team entry; Present Concurrent Session at 2012 Annual Session


Healthy Lifestyles Education Grant

This award is given to create educational programs and public awareness emphasizing current health issues, including nutrition, fitness, and healthy lifestyle education. One $200 national award will be presented to develop and/or publish materials (brochures, exhibits, videotapes, etc.) for a new program. Individual or team; Participate in Showcase of Excellence at 2013 Annual Session; Developed materials will be made available for use by NEAFCS members



(Program Awards continued)

Environmental Education Award
This award is presented for outstanding programs conducted for families and/or communities on various environmental issues/concerns.  One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $200 will be awarded.  Individual or team entry; Participate in Showcase of Excellence at 2012 Annual Session

GEAFCS Alva Younger FACS Program Award for 4-H
One state award of $250 is presented to a FACS  Extension Educator for outstanding educational programs that demonstrate impact on 4-H and youth on FACS issues. Individual or team entry
GEAFCS Excellence in Eggucation Awards –Youth & Adult Education
A state award of $50 will be presented to each winner of these awards for a creative and innovative program developed on current issues related to eggs. State Award only. 
Home Baking Educator Award
This award is sponsored by the Home Baking Association (HBA) to recognize professionals who have emphasized and taught the skill of scratch baking. First prize is $1000.  Visit their website at www.homebaking.org for details. 
Family and Health and Wellness Award 

This award will recognize innovative programs that promote and improve the health and wellness of families. One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $300 will be awarded.
Human Development/ Family Relationships Award
This award will recognize effective educational programs in the human development/ family relationships arena.  One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $300 will be awarded.
School Wellness Award
This award will recognize outstanding school-based programs to promote and improve physical, emotional, and/or social wellness of students, staff or families of students in the school community.  One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $300 will be awarded.
Social Networking Award
This award will recognize innovative online social networking efforts.  One NEAFCS annual session scholarship of $300 will be awarded

Fellowship Awards


NEAFCS Greenwood Fellowship
This award is sponsored by NEAFCS to give members an opportunity to pursue professional improvement through graduate study in the area of their own choosing.  One national award of $400 will be given. Minimum 5 years with Extension; Individual entry

NEAFCS Grace Frysinger Fellowship
This fellowship was established to provide an opportunity for study and to observe FACS education in other states or countries.  One national fellowship of $400 will be awarded to be used for 2-4weeks of travel, living expenses, and duplication of the report of the recipient. Minimum 5 years with Extension; Individual entry

GEAFCS Dean Sharon Y. Nickols Professional Improvement
The purpose of this award is to provide funds for members to pursue either a professional improvement experience or an advanced degree.  One award will be given on the state level of $750. Minimum 5 years with Extension; Individual entry, State Award Only
Communication Awards
Eight different communications awards are available for entry.  Monetary awards are presented to the 1st ($200), 2nd ($100), & 3rd ($50) place national winners in each of the categories. 


Newsletter 

Enter (3) different issues of an educational newsletter written for a general or specific audience.

Written Press Releases 

Enter a press release, a special feature story, or a personal column. No more than one article.


Radio or Podcast
Enter an educational or promotional feature from 1 to 15 minutes in length.  May be a regular broadcast, a series of PSA’s with a theme, or a special program.


Television or Video
Enter an educational or promotional feature from 1 to 50 minutes in length. Maybe be a regular broadcast, a series of PSA’s with a theme or a special program.

Educational Technology 

Enter educational computer generated presentations (i.e. Power Point Presentation). 
Educational Curriculum Package
Enter a teaching package that utilizes communication tools from two or more of the following categories: audio/visual, written, exhibit, educational technology based program and/or educational publication.

Educational Publications 

Enter one of the following developed for an educational program:  fact sheet, brochure, flyer or poster (newsletters not included). Not a series.

Internet Education Technology 
Enter an educational web based program, web pages, or website.
Award Application Reminders:
· Make sure current dues are paid.
· Follow NEAFCS/GEAFCS procedures and formats.

· Make sure each award includes a signed application form. 
· National Awards:  Submit the On-line Awards Application, print & sign application, attach to award. 

· State Awards: Complete the General Application Form for State Awards, print & sign, attach to award.
· DSA and Continued Excellence Awards use a vita for judging.

· All awards must have a 30 word summary statement. 

· Submit 1 original and 1 copy of your award.

· Check specific award information for packaging details.

· Individuals and/or teams may receive only one national award or fellowship in the same year, but may submit applications in more than one category (does not include DSA or Continued Excellence). A member may receive an individual and a team award in the same year.  
· A member, as an individual or team member, may not receive the same award in two consecutive years.
· Mail award to appropriate GEAFCS awards chairperson, postmarked by 
      December 1, 2011!
